ATW-1811 Wireless Microphone System

The Audio-Technica ATW-1811 kit includes everything you need to record wireless audio directly into a video camera’s audio input.  The receiver unit can either be mounted directly to the camera or clipped on to your belt.  You can also use this system without a camera by running the audio output into an audio mixer or recorder. The kit comes with two small lavalier microphones that are ideal for news reports, interviews, lectures, etc.

SETUP

1. Make sure the TRANSITTER and RECEIVER units both have batteries.  

2. Attach the two ANTENNAS to the antenna input jacks on the RECEIVER.

3. Mount the RECEIVER to your camera (mounting hardware not included) or clip it to your belt. 

4. Connect the TA3F-XLRM output cable to the RECEIVER and either your camera’s audio input or an external audio mixer or recorder.

5. Press and hold the POWER/SET button until the RECEIVER turns on.

6. Plug one of the lavalier microphones into the TRANSMITTER.

7. Use a mic clip to attach the microphone about six inches below the speaker’s chin.  Make sure the mic is positioned so that it will not rub against clothing when the speaker moves.  

8. Press and hold the POWER/SET button until the TRANSMITTER turns on.

9. Make sure that the same operating frequency is selected for both the TRANSMITTER and the RECEIVER.  If they are set to different frequencies, you will have to adjust one to match the other.  (See “ADJUSTING UHF FREQUENCY”)

ADJUSTING AUDIO LEVEL

1. To test the audio signal, you can plug a pair of headphones into the MONITOR OUT jack on the bottom of the RECEIVER.

2. Set the MONITOR LEVEL to a comfortable listening volume.

3. Adjust the OUTPUT LEVEL knob until the audio signal is loud and clear, but not so loud that it distorts.

4. To mute the signal, press the POWER/MUTE button on the TRANSMITTER once.  Press it again to un-mute the sound. 

ADJUSTING UHF FREQUENCY

1. In order to use a wireless system, you must find an available UHF frequency and make sure that both the TRANSMITTER and RECEIVER are set to it.

2. Press the SET button once and the small word MENU appears above the frequency.

3. Press the SET button again and the small flashing word EDIT appears to the right of MENU.

4. Use the UP/DOWN arrows to change the frequency.

5. To select a new frequency, press and hold the SET button until the word STORED appears on the screen.

6. Press the UP arrow once to select QUIT.

7. Press the SET button once to exit the menu.

MINIATURE MICROPHONE TECHNIQUE

This kit includes an extra microphone, the AT889 subminiature omni-directional condenser microphone.  This tiny, 5mm microphone is designed to be concealed in the speaker’s clothing or hair, making it almost invisible.  This is useful for professional-looking video interviews.  NOTE: Unless you are a spy, don’t record anyone without his or her knowledge and consent!  The AT889 comes with an accessories kit that includes a standard mic clip, a magnetic clip, and a VIPER clip.  The VIPER clip has two tiny metal prongs that allow for placement in someone’s hair or on their clothing.  Be careful-the VIPER prong are very sharp and it is very easy to cut yourself!
