Installing the C01U (MAC OS X, Windows XP, Windows 98):


1) Installing onto a MAC:

· Once the microphone is set up, connect the USB into the computer. The MAC will recognize the USB audio device and automatically install a universal driver.

· Open System Preferences (from dock or main Menu), and select C01U as the computer’s audio output.

· Open Sound Preference, click Input tab, and select C01U

2) Installing onto a Windows XP:

· Once microphone is set up, connect the USB into the computer. The MAC will recognize the USB audio device and automatically install a universal driver as Samson C01U (additional ones will have a number added, ex: Samson C01U (2))

· To set as default, click Control Panel, click Sounds and Audio Devices, select Audio tab and select device as default. 

· To set computer-controlled gain, click Volume. 

· Wave In window sets computer to controlled gain or mutes the mic.

3) Installing onto a Windows 98:

Note: C01U isn’t fully supported because gain range is limited, yet it is still usable. Depending on the versions of Windows, instructions may vary.

- Once the microphone is set up, connect the USB into the computer. The MAC will   recognize the USB audio device and automatically install a universal driver.
- Press Next, select Search for best driver for device
- Press Next to install internal universal driver (If asked to replace newer file w/older file, keeping newer file is recommended)
- Windows will indicate when it is finished installing.
- Windows will begin stalling other components of the USB device w/same procedure.
- C01U will be recognized as USB Audio Device (1) (similar to Windows XP).
- For default, click Control Panel, click Multimedia, click Audio tab and select USB Audio Device as Default.
- To set computer-controlled gain, click Volume.
- Wave In window sets computer to controlled gain or mutes the mic.

C01U Directions/Assembly: 


· Screw the Samson Condenser Mic onto the Samson Mic Stand

· When these two parts are put together, screw the completed portion onto the Samson Mounting Plate

· Connect USB from the bottom of the Samson Condenser Mic into your computer.

Optional SP01 Shock-Mount: Produces additional isolation

· Screw SP01 shock mount onto mic stand or boom arm. Remove Euro Adapter if using a US 5/8 in mic stand or boom.

· Remove C01U swivel mount by rotating the threaded collar counter-clockwise.

· Fit the C01U mic into the SP01 into the center of the web, positioning it onto the bottom mounting plate.

· Secure SP01 by reinstalling threading collar, rotating clockwise until secure.

· Loosen the thumb screw to adjust angle of microphone and position C01U into desired location. Tighten thumbscrew until secure.

· Caution: Do not cross thread or over tighten threaded collar or thumb screw.


Operation/Tips: 

· Powering the C01U: Power is received from the USB bus by connecting mic into the computer’s USB port. C01U features a power on LED, which will illuminate when USB power is present.

· Polar Pattern: Three basic categories of pick up patterns are omni, bi and uni-directional. Uni-directional creates better separation of instruments in studio and control over feedback in live sound reinforcement. When positioned correctly, the C01U’s pick-up pattern, which is the hyper-cardioid, will pick up more of the sound wanted and less of the ones that are unwanted.
· Microphone Placement: Place the mic directly or in close proximity to the sound source produces the best frequency response, creating a thinner sound. For vocal applications, position mic directly in front of artist.
· Signal Level: To optimize the amount of good signal, the C01U software can be used to adjust the C01U’s internal digitally controlled analog Input Gain stage, or by using the software control in your computer’s operating system and/or digital audio workstation.
· P-Popping: This is the sound you hear when the microphone diaphragm gets a blast of air from a vocalist pronouncing words w/letter ‘P’. Place the microphone slightly off axis (slight angle) from vocalist.
· Stand Mounting: Loosen and tighten screw to the desired angle. If using a US 5/8 in mic stand, you will need to unscrew the Euro stand adapter. 
· C01U Driver Software: For advance features, type samsontech.com onto your internet browser, look for C01U driver link and follow screen instructions to download. Run installation program after downloading to start using the software. 
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
