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Camera Basics

1. Insert Batteries


-Slide lock down and then slide cover over


-Insert Batteries as shown next to the battery slot

2. Insert Memory Card


-Insert the card until it clicks into place

*To remove the memory card, just push memory card in until you hear a click, then release

*quick tip – Use the wrist strap attached to the camera to avoid dropping the camera

3. Power


-To turn the Camera on/off, look on top of the camera and push the on/off button

4. Picture Taking Modes

-If you look on top of the Camera the dial has a lot of different picture settings

-The first and most basic setting for taking pictures is the “auto” setting which is green colored

Other settings include (in order starting with “M”)

· M : Manually setting the shutter speed and aperture

· Av : Setting the aperture

· Tv : Setting the shutter speed

· P : program AE

· AUTO

· Easy Mode (picture of a camera with a heart in the middle)

· Portrait (picture of a head)
· Produces a soft effect when photographing people

· Landscape (picture of mountain)

· Optimized for shooting landscape scenes which contain both near and far subjects

· Night snapshot (person with moon and tower in background)

· Allows you to take snapshots of people against twilight or night background by reducing the effects of camera shake when firmly holding the camera, even without using a tripod

· Kids & Pets (child with pet)

· Allows you to capture subjects that move around, such as children and pets, without missing photo opportunities

· Indoor (triangle with lines coming out)

· Prevents camera shake and maintains the subjects true color when shooting under fluorescent or tungsten lighting

· SCN : special scene (night scene, sunset, foliage, snow, beach, fireworks, aquarium)

· Night scene : allows you to capture people against the backdrop of an evening sky or night scene. The flash is directed at the person and the shutter speed is slow, so both the person and the background can be beautifully shot

· Sunset : allows you to shoot sunsets in vivid colors

· Foliage : Shoots trees and leaves – such as new growth, autumn leaves or blossoms – in vivid colors

· Snow : shoots without a blue tinge and without making people appear dark against a snowy background

· Beach : Shoots without making people appear dark near water or sand where reflected sunlight is strong

· Fireworks : captures fireworks in the sky sharply and at optimal exposure

· Aquarium : Selects the optimal ISO speed, white balance and color balance to capture fish and other items in an indoor aquarium

· Movie (picture of movie camera)

5. How to Take Pictures


-Choose the appropriate mode for the picture


-Use the Viewfinder or LCD screen to view image

-To zoom in/out, move the toggle around the shutter button to the Right to zoom In, and to the Left to Zoom Out

-Push the shutter button half way till the picture is focused (the camera should beep)

-Press the shutter button down fully


-The picture will be displayed on the LCD for 2 seconds after shooting

-If you hold the shutter button down the image will stay displayed in the LCD
6. How to take Video


-Set the Mode to the Video Camera Icon

-Point and Aim the Camera and look at the LCD display or viewfinder


-Hit the shutter button to begin recording



-You can utilize the zoom during video recording


-To stop recording just hit the shutter button

8. Using Function/Setting during picture/video

8a – Function with Pictures


-Once in Picture Mode hit the function button

-Options



-Iso/Auto – Set to Auto or HI

-AWB – Set Camera for different Lighting Settings (Auto, Daylight, Cloudy, Tungsten, Fluorescent, Fluorescent H, Custom)



-Drive Mode – Set a Timer

-My Colors – Set Camera for different color settings (Off, Vivid, Neutral, Sepia, Black/White, Custom)

-Set the Flash Brightness – in between -2 and +2

-Set the Camera Aim – evaluative (camera picks up), Center (always at center), Spot (a certain spot)



-Set the Picture Quality – Super Fine, Fine, Normal



-Set the Picture Size
8b – Function with Video


-Once in Video Mode hit the function button


-Options

-AWB – Set Camera for different Lighting Settings (Auto, Daylight, Cloudy, Tungsten, Fluorescent, Fluorescent H, Custom)



-Drive Mode – Set a Timer

-My Colors – Set Camera for different color settings (Off, Vivid, Neutral, Sepia, Black/White, Custom)

-Set the Picture Size
9. How to View Pictures/Video

-When facing the back of the camera, the mode switch is in the top right corner. There are two options picture taking and picture viewing. To view pictures pull the switch down.

-From there, use the directional pad surrounding the “func/set” button

-You can also zoom in/out of the pictures by using the zoom

-To move around once zoomed in, just use the directional pad to move any direction

10. Uploading your Pictures


-Insert the USB interface cable into the camera then into the computer


-Make sure the camera is turned on


-The computer should automatically link up to camera


-If a program does not automatically open picking up your camera

-Go to My computer and your camera should be located as a Storage Device and/or Scanner/Camera
