Snapping Pictures (Basic Tutorial-Auto Focus)

1. Set lens focus mode switch to AF (found on lens)

2. Turn camera ON
3. Set the circular Mode Dial to the rectangular box (full auto)
4. Focus on picture subject

5. Press the shutter button halfway to focus on subject

6. Take picture by pressing shutter button down fully

Snapping Pictures (Basic Tutorial-Auto Exposure/Program AE)

1. Set Mode Dial to P
2. Focus the subject by pressing the shutter button halfway

3. Check the display and make sure shutter speed and aperture value display don’t blink (the numbers on the left and middle of viewfinder and LCD panel)
4. Take picture by pressing shutter button down fully
