TUTORIAL: CANON REBEL CAMERA
1. To turn on the camera, make sure the battery is inserted.  Battery slot is located on the bottom of the camera
2. Insert memory card on the right side of the camera in order to save files and transfer it to your computer

3. You can now turn on the camera by switching the button on the top of the camera to “ON”

4. Set the mode to full auto by turning the switch button to the green rectangle (on the switch, there are many modes you can choose from according to your preference e.g. P: Program, Tv: Shutter-priority, icons such as the face is for portrait, mountain is for landscape, flower is for close-up, running man is for sports, person w/ star is for night portrait, arrow facing down is for flash off)
5. After you selected the mode you want, you can zoom in and out by turning the jagged edge behind the camera lens
6. To take the picture, press the silver shutter button down which is located on the right side of the camera

7. To view the picture you took, press the play button ( l>), press it again to return to camera display
8. You can choose which picture to view by pressing the <  or > button (to view in thumbnails press the “JUMP” button

9. To erase image, select the image you want to erase and press the “garbage icon” located right below the play button.  Select “ALL” and press “SET” if you want to erase all of the images

10. To transfer images to a personal computer, turn off the camera power first before connecting, use the USB cable that is provided with the camera to connect to the computer.  You can now switch the power to “ON” and transfer files into your computer.
