How to Transfer Music Files on Recorder Using Windows Media Player 11 (only works for PC)

· Recorder supports WMA and MP3 formats

· Windows Media Player must be installed

Make sure the device is off.  To turn OFF: slide the HOLD switch toward arrow.

Press the RELEASE button on the back side of the device so that the USB connection is exposed.

Insert device into computer’s USB port or hub.  “Remote” is displayed on recorder if connected the right way.

WS_311 (F;) window should pop up but if not, click on “My Computer” and the recorder icon will appear as a removable disk.

Open Windows Media Player.

Click “Sync” on Features taskbar.

Click “Sync” again and select “DVR” ( “Advanced Options” from drop-down window.

Check the box next to “Create Folder Hierarchy on Device”.  If “Create Folder Hierarchy on Device” is checked by default, click to uncheck the box once, and click it again to check.

Select desired category from the “Library” column on the left.

Select music files and drag and drop them in to the “Sync List” on the right.

Click “Start Sync”.  Wait for transfer to finish.

When finished, click on the green arrow icon in the task bar on the lower-right of the screen.

Click “Safely Remove Hardware”.

When the safe to remove hardware window appears, click “OK”

Make sure display is turned off because disconnecting the USB.

Reconnect battery compartment to main device.
