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To check out these or any other equipment, place a reservation at the Department’s site here: https://www.com.washington.edu/equipment/enduser/index.castle. Make the reservations early. If you wait until the last minute gear might not be available.
All of the following mics use the standard 1/8-inch audio cable (familiar from iPods and most computers and personal music players). This is compatible with the Department’s digital voice recorders, Kodak-brand pocket video cameras (but not the Flip brand, which has no audio jack), and mid-range camcorders. This 1/8-inch cable and jack system is different than “XLR” cables, which are used on higher-end audio and video equipment, such as professional-grade concert amps, mixers, etc.  Many of the departments mics are XLR-only, so be sure to check what you are reserving! (Lapel)
